Asignment cases for each student group
Asignment case for group 1:

A republic with predominately Christian population introduced a law forbidding their citizens to cover their faces in public places for security reasons. A person appearing in a public place having a face covered in such a manner that makes it impossible to identify them, may be given a 150 euros fine. XY, 55 years old, master of political sciences was wearing a burqa (an outfit worn in some Islamic countries to completely hide a female's body) in a park and was brought to Court for refusing to pay the fine. XY stated that her religious convictions require her to wear a burqa, and that she is making an informed choice to do so, and would feel uncomfortable otherwise. The state also observed that in a country with a long constitutional tradition it is against the principles of equality to support a practice that is highly discriminating on women, and that this practice may cause fear to other people. 

Asignment case for group 2:

A country in which majority of population is Muslim, and which was founded on the principles of Islamic faith requires all of their female citizens to wear an Islamic headscarf in public places, to ensure that a level of public moral is maintaned. WV, 45 years old, a lawyer, was walking around the town unacompannied by a male person and without a headscarf, and was verbally and physically attacked by the crowd. The police that was present at the scene made no effort to protect her in any way, nor to punish the offenders. She is suing the state for failing to protect her right to life, dignity, and invokes that the law at stake is contrary to the concept of religious freedoms. On the other hand, she is being tried for breaking the law in a national court. 

Asignment case for group 3 

XY, 18 years old, a high school student of Islamic religion is not allowed to prolong her ID because the pictures she provided were of her wearing a headscarf. The authorities are asking her to comply with the rules saying that hair and neck must be visible in the photograph for the purposes of identification, but she refuses to take the headscarf off nevertheless, even though she is already in violation of law for not having a valid ID. Allegedly, in this predominately Christian country, older women have before been permitted to have their photograph taken wearing a scarf on their head, which appears to be customary for cultural reasons.  
Asignment case for group 4 

Upon the recognition of the right of having an ID picture with a covered head if the latter is due to religious reasons, although the rules specifically state that hair and neck must be visible in the photograph for identification purposes, SS, a 32 year old sculptor, requested to have his drivers licence picture taken with a pasta strainer on his head, claiming to belong to a religious group called „The Church of the Flying Spaghetti Monster“or shortly „pastafarians.“ SS has allegedly made confessions on several occassions before that he was a actually an atheist.  

Asignment case for group 5 

MM, 18 years old, religiously undecided, is facing disciplinary proceedings for taking off a cross in a classroom in a public school, on terms of destroying public property. She claims the cross offends her right not to hold religious beliefs, as well as other beliefs of other students who may be of different religion.
